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ORGANIZATION OF THE LIBRARY / MEDIA COURSE OF STUDY  
 

The Library / Media Course of Study is divided into chronological order from kindergarten through grade 12.  The document includes 

philosophy, goals, guidelines, benchmarks, indicators, reference codes, clarifications, resources/suggestions and curriculum 

connection statements. 
 

The Library / Media Course of Study is based upon Guidelines 5, 6 and 7 of the Ohio Department of Educationôs Guidelines for 

Effective School Library / Media Programs document.  These three Guidelines focus on what students learn through the school 

library/media center.  These Guidelines define the essential information literacy, technological literacy, and media literacy skills that 

students should know and be able to do at each level. 
 

The Benchmarks column describes the big idea or major concept that students should understand.  A grade level Indicator  is a 

specific statement of the knowledge and/or skills that a student is expected to demonstrate at each grade level.  These Indicators serve 

as checkpoints that monitor progress toward understanding major concepts, or Benchmarks.  Many of the Benchmarks and Indicators 

in the Library / Media Course of Study are included from the Ohio Guidelines for Library / Media Education (2003).  These are 

identified by notation in the REF. column. 

 

The Indicators marked with an asterisk (*) lend themselves well to differentiation.  Instruction for these indicators may be designed to 

accommodate varied levels of content and activities to adapt to a studentôs individual abilities.  Indicators marked with a T represent 

points where collaboration between the library/media specialist and classroom teacher is highly recommended. 
 

The Clarifications column provides more detailed information about the Indicators. 
 

The contents of the Suggestions/Resources column provide instructional ideas to the library professional and collaborating classroom 

teachers.  These are suggestions only.  Some sources are dynamic, and will develop and change to keep the Library / Media Course of 

Study current and aligned with other academic content area standards. 
 

Finally, the Curriculum Connections column provides a link to content in other academic areas.  These links are to specific 

Benchmarks and Indicators found in other academic content area standards where the teaching librarian can collaborate with the 

classroom teacher and assist with the instruction. 
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OHIO GUIDELINES FOR EFFECTIVE SCHOOL LIBRARIES1 
 

 

Guideline #5 - Information Literacy Guideline (ILG)  

Effective school library/media programs provide information literacy skills instruction. 

Information literacy is the ability to locate, process, evaluate, and utilize information. School library/media programs provide 

information resources in a variety of formats and readability levels. The school library/media specialist teaches students how to access, 

use, and evaluate information resources efficiently and ethically based on academic or personal need. This instruction should be 

correlated to specific academic content standards and taught as an integrated process. 

 

 

Guideline #6 - Technology Literacy Guideline (TLG) 

Effective school library/media programs provide technological literacy skills instruction in the usage of library-based 

technologies. 

Technological literacy skills include appropriate and ethical use of technology for information access, retrieval, production, 

dissemination via electronic resources networks, and the Internet. 

 

 

Guideline #7 - Media Literacy Guideline (MLG)  

Effective school library/media programs provide media literacy skills instruction. 

Media literacy encompasses the use of communication competencies and critical thinking skills, including the ability to access, 

interpret, evaluate and communicate information delivered in a variety of media formats. Media-based resources include print and 

non-print materials, which use image, language, and sound to convey informational messages.
