Leading Ohio language arts educators developed the Standaudsitolguide c
expectations.

The Benchmarks and Indicators that cdnoen the Ohio Standards are noted with symbols in the Reference (REF.) column. The first line of upper
case letters refers to the content standard (e.g. LT = literary text). On the next line, the upper case letter repBeseiisdrk as it is orgaeid

in the state document. The first number on the next line is the grade level at which the indicator appears in the @mb ddwisecond number

is the state Indicator, as it is organized within the state Benchmark. The Indicators that do refeheivees are those originated by the Chagrin

Falls staff that incorporate valuable understandings not included in the Ohio Standards.

The Indicators marked with asterisk (*) are ones that lend themselves well to differentiation. These Indicitavsnaore room for student
choice, creativity, and deeper and more complex understandings. Even though only some of the Indicators have aret, itteeytdaghblop varied
levels of content, activities and modes of student production with any Indiaatstydent needs dictate.

The Clarifications column provides information related to its adjoining Indicator. The information generally serves one of these purposes: (1)
defines terms or concepts, (2) sets parameters for teaching broadly describetsc{3jcexplains what students will do when they understand a
particular concept, and (4) describes background knowledge needed to understand the concept.
