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ORGANIZATION  OF THE MUSIC EDUCATION COURSE OF STUDY  
 

The Music Course of Study is divided into grade levels and courses.  Each of these is organized into Benchmarks, Indicators, Reference 

Code, Clarifications, Resources/Suggestions, and Curriculum Connections. 

 

The Benchmarks column is the big idea or major concept that students should understand.  The Indicators delineate the understandings 

students need to build the major concept (Benchmark).  Many of the Benchmarks and Indicators in the Music Course of Study come from 

the Ohio Academic Content Standards for Fine Arts (2003).  Leading Ohio music educators developed the music portion of the Standards to 

guide curriculum expectations. 

 

The Benchmarks and Indicators that come from the Ohio Standards are noted with symbols in the Reference (REF.) column.  The first line 

of upper case letters refers to the content standard (e.g. HCS=Historical, Cultural, Social Contexts).  On the next line, the upper case letter 

represents the Benchmark as it is organized in the state document.  The first number on the next line is the grade level at which the indicator 

appears in the Ohio document.  The second number is the state Indicator, as it is organized within the state Benchmark.  The Indicators that 

do not have references are those originated by the Chagrin Falls staff that incorporate valuable understandings not included in the Ohio 

Standards. 

  

The Indicators marked with an asterisk (*) are ones that lend themselves well to differentiation.  These Indicators allow more room for 

student choice, creativity, and deeper and more complex understandings.  Even though only some of the Indicators have an *, the teacher 

may develop varied levels of content, activities and modes of student production with any Indicator, as student needs dictate.   

 

The Clarifications  column provides information related to its adjoining Indicator.  The information generally serves one of these purposes:  

(1) defines terms or concepts, (2) sets parameters for teaching broadly described concepts, (3) explains what students will do when they 

understand a particular concept, and (4) describes background knowledge needed to understand the concept.  The members of the Music 

Curriculum Committee developed the contents of the Clarification column. 

 

The contents of the Suggestions/Resources column, also developed by Committee members, provide ideas for teaching the related 

Indicator.  Ideas include: guest speaker, textbook pages, web site addresses, project ideas, and student activities.  These are suggestions only.  

The teacher enacting the curriculum with students must decide what resources to use with his/her students. 

 

The final column for each course indicates Curriculum Connections.  The information describes a link between music education and 

content in language arts, mathematics, social studies, science or other area.  These links are natural connections that teachers may want to 

make with their students to reinforce concepts from both music and the content area. 
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PHILOSOPHY OF THE MUSIC EDUCATION COURSE OF STUDY

¶ Music is an art form worthy of serious study and one of the most motivational and personally gratifying educational experiences 

available to students. 

¶ Music can have a powerful and enriching effect on a studentôs life and all students, therefore, should have the opportunity to create 

and respond to music. 

¶ Music is an integral part of human existence, a symbol of manôs existence and emotions and, therefore, a vital aspect of cultural 

literacy. 

¶ Music involves all three learning domains (cognitive, psychomotor and affective) and thus provides unique opportunities for all 

students to be successful regardless of learning style. 

¶ Music experiences are an effective vehicle for developing self-confidence and self-discipline. 

¶ Music experiences should be cumulative to foster the musical development in all students, which is reflective of their individual 

potential. 

¶ Music education should provide each student opportunities to examine, experience, and create music in a variety of settings. 

¶ Music education should develop creative individuals who will discover the beauty and joy inherent in music as life-long learners.

7. To enable students to develop an appreciation of the role which music plays in understanding other cultures.

Students listen to a varied repertoire of music and respond by analyzing and describing music using correct terminology. Students evaluate 

the creating and performing of music by using appropriate criteria. 

 

 

Valuing Music/Aesthetic Reflection - VM  

Students demonstrate an understanding of reasons why people value music and a respect for diverse opinions regarding music preferences. 

Students articulate the significance of music in their lives. 

 

 

Connections, Relationships and Applications - CRA 

Students identify similarities and differences between music and other arts disciplines.  Students recognize the relationship between 

concepts and skills learned through music with knowledge learned in other curricular subjects, life experiences and potential careers in and 

outside the arts.  Students develop a desire for lifelong learning in music.
