Tuition-based full day, every day kindergarten is being offered at

Gurney Elementary.  Information regarding the instructional

programming for a full day of kindergarten will be available at

registration. Tuition will range between $2500 - $2800. An exact

determination will be made in June as enrollment is solidified. A $200

non-refundable deposit is required at the time of kindergarten

registration.

Children five years old on or before September 30, 2008, are eligible

for kindergarten for the 2008—2009 school year. Please bring a copy

of the child’s birth certificate, proof of residency (current utility bill, tax

bill, lease or rental agreement), custody documents, if appropriate, and
any immunization records when you register.

Please allow approximately 30 minutes to complete the registration. It

is not necessary to bring your student on the day of registration. A
