       In accordance with the 8th grade social studies state standards, Mrs. Chris Bauer, Chagrin Falls Middle School Social Studies teacher, helped coordinate a Mock-courtroom re-enactment of the Supreme Court case Morse v. Frederick which was held last week in the Chagrin Falls Performing Arts Center. Morse v. Frederick, was a First Amendment student free speech case in which the Supreme Court of the United States held that a school principal may, consistent with the First Amendment, restrict student speech at a school event when that speech is reasonably viewed as promoting illegal drug use.                                                                                                                        

         Mr. John Liber, local attorney and parent of children in the Chagrin Falls school system, was instrumental in organizing this presentation and enlisted the assistance of lawyers, James McMonagle, Thomas Turner, Thomas Repicky, Richard Haber and John O'Neil. Mr. Liber began with a 15 minute power-point presentation on the Freedom of Speech issues and introduced the Morse case.  Mr. Liber and the lawyers then re-enacted the Morse v. Frederick U.S. Supreme Court argument.  After the presentation, Mr. Liber explained the Supreme Court’s actual ruling and fielded questions from students.
