HIGH SCHOOL 

Chagrin Falls High School seniors were part of a group of nearly1000 local seniors who participated in the program “Your Life. Your Choice” last week.  The program, sponsored by local police departments in conjunction with local school officials was held at Parkside Church. Chagrin Falls Assistant Superintendent, Bob Hunt has been very active in this program and was the introductory speaker. The message clearly delivered to all in attendance was that there are severe consequences to drinking and driving.  In addition to vivid crash videos, speakers discussed how making a bad decision about alcohol had changed their lives forever.  Officers added to the serious nature of the discussion telling how difficult it is to inform a family of the death of their child. Realistic recreations of incidents such as a drinking party and a fatal accident helped vividly bring the message home.

MIDDLE SCHOOL


Last week the Chagrin Falls 7th grade class participated in the school’s 7th annual trip to Mammoth Caves, Kentucky. One hundred and seventy seven students participated on this trip, which included an evening dance cruise on the Ohio River out of Louisville, a visit to the Louisville Slugger Bat Museum and a tour or Churchill Downs. The trip culminated in Columbus where students saw a performance of River Dance, toured our State Capitol Building and visited Columbus’ famous COSI Museum. The trip stressed education, social interaction, responsible behavior and independence as goals. Students responded well to these goals and all had a great time. The trip was organized through a joint effort of the Chagrin Falls Department of Community Education and the administration and staff of Chagrin Falls Middle School.

INTERMEDIATE SCHOOL
