HIGH SCHOOL

98 students at Chagrin Falls High School have earned the designation of Advanced Placement Scholar by the College Board in recognition of their exceptional achievement on the college-level Advanced Placement (AP) exams. The College Board also lists among its programs the SAT and the PSAT/NMSQT tests.


The College Board’s Advanced Placement Program offers students the opportunity to take challenging college-level courses while still in high school, and to receive college credit, advanced placement, or both for successful performances on the AP Exams.  More than 1400 institutions award a full year’s credit (sophomore standing) to students presenting a sufficient number of qualifying grades. About 18 percent of the more than 1.4 million high school students in more than 16,000 secondary schools world wide who took the AP Exams performed at a sufficiently high level to merit recognition of AP Scholar.


32 Chagrin Falls High School students were granted the AP Scholar award.  These students received grades of 3 or higher on three or more AP Exams.


18 Chagrin Falls High School students were granted the AP Scholar with Honor award.  These students received an average grade of at least 3.25 on all AP Exams taken, and grades of 3 or higher on four or more of these exams.


38 Chagrin Falls High School students were granted the AP Scholar with Distinction award.  These students received an average grade of at least 3.5 on all AP Exams taken and grades of 3 or higher on five or more of these exams.


10 Chagrin Falls High School students were granted National AP Scholar awards.  These students received an average grade of at least 4 on all AP Exams, and then the highest average grade (at least 3.5) on all AP Exams taken.

INTERMEDIATE SCHOOL
Intermediate School students had the opportunity to practice getting on and off busses several mornings this week and do what is called a “Guided Discovery” with the bus drivers.  Guided Discovery is a technique used in Responsive Classroom, which we have been using at the Intermediate School for several years.  Bill Holzeimer, the transportation supervisor, brought several buses after the morning runs to the Intermediate School so that students and drivers could interact about the rules and safety issues on the bus.  It gave students a chance to understand why it is so important to obey the rules on the bus.  This is the second year we have done this with our students and it has been quite successful

First graders created a painting using primary and secondary colors.  They had fun mixing and discovering their own secondary colors.  Students also learned about the great modern master painter Vasily Kandinsky, know for his explosive expression of colors.
