Gurney first graders combined science and math to determine which toy car was the best roller.  They rolled their cars down a ramp and then measured the distance each one rolled with links, a nonstandard unit of measurement.  First graders learned why scientists control variables in experiments.  To keep everything fair in this experiment, the students decided to leave the ramp at the same height for each car and do let the cars go without pushing them.  The students collected information on the distance the cars rolled on a data table and then created a graph where they could analyze their data.  First graders are also working on a science unit on balance and motion.  They are observing and comparing how objects balance, spin, and roll.

Along with their daily work routine, second graders at Gurney elementary have begun to prepare for the annul Holiday Show.  This is a very exciting time of year for everyone at Gurney.  Each second grader is looking forward to their part in the show!  Mr. David Quesinberry will also be providing second graders with a special treat by taking each class roller-skating.  The next few weeks will prove to be fun-filled, meaningful opportunities for second graders.
